Canfora: ‘He has

Last night, Ron Snyder became the
first guardsman to speak in a public
forum at Kent State about what hap-

pened on May 4, 1970.

Snyder, along with four other pan-
elists, discussed the May 4 shooting at
7 p.m. in the Kiva at an event put on
by the May 4 Task Force.

“The situation isn’t the same as
it was in 1970,” said Alan Canfora,
who was wounded by a National
Guardsman on May 4. “The antago-
nisms are gone. There’s still the need
for the truth.

“There’s a need for talking, for
healing and for dialogue, and as
a result I have no real antagonism
toward (Snyder). Irespect him. I think

he has great courage coming here
tonight,” Canfora said.

The panelists included Snyder;
Canfora; Tim Moore, a Kent State fresh-
man in 1970 and now associate dean of
the College of Arts and Sciences; Laura
Davis, who witnessed the shooting
and is now a professor of English; and
Vietham veteran Tom Saw.

Nora Rodriquez and Krista Napp,
co-chairs of the May 4 Task Force,
fielded questions from the audience
for the panelists to discuss.

Students can take public
health classes in spring

New college is
approved after
two-year effort

The Ohio Board of Regents recent-
ly approved Kent State’s bachelor’s of
science degree in public health.

It is the first degree as part of
Kent State’s College of Public Health

and has taken longer than two years
to be completed with planning and
organizing the curriculum, said
Ken Slenkovich, assistant dean for
the College of Public Health. The
degree is the only one of its kind
offered in the state.

Slenkovich said the goal for Fall
2010 is to have 100 students enrolled
in the program. Students are able to
apply to the program for the fall and
can begin taking classes next spring.

The degree will offer students “all
kinds of career opportunities” in the
health field, such as laboratory work
in hospitals and other areas in the
health field, Slenkovich said.

“This new public health bach-
elor’s degree and our College of Pub-
lic Health leverage, our nationally
recognized expertise in health and
behavior, nursing, biopreparedness
and violence prevention,” President
Lester Lefton said in a prepared state-
ment. “Kent State is ideally positioned
to produce knowledgeable, well-
trained public health professionals
to help meet this growing workforce
demand for Ohio and our nation.”

The college will also eventually
offer master’s and doctoral degrees
for students in the program.

Police use taser on Kent resident

Police used a Taser gun to
restrain a resident outside of
his home on Crain Avenue as it
burned at about 4:30 a.m. Sun-
day.

The resident, Mike Bartlett,
said he was returning from down-
town for his cell phone when he
noticed his sister’s room on fire.
He ran in to make sure she was
not there and continued to find
his friends in the basement and
alert them of the fire. He said his
cousin’s girlfriend was sleeping
upstairs so he went back in the
house to retrieve her.

“As I was running downstairs,
I could hear the window glass

popping because of the heat,”
Bartlett said.

When he went got outside,
Bartlett said police officers were
at the end of the driveway. He
said he approached them for
help, but they dismissed him.
As he walked toward one of his
friends, he said the officers tack-
led and restrained him with the
Taser gun, giving them no reason
for their force.

Two arrested
in heroin bust
on campus

A monthlong undercover
heroin investigation by the Por-
tage County Drug Task Force
ended with two arrests on cam-
pus Monday afternoon.

The Task Force arrested
James Anderson, 21, of Streets-
boro and Melissa Botts, 20, of
Hudson at about 3 p.m. on
Hilltop Drive. Anderson sold
approximately one gram of
heroin — a $200 street value —
to undercover investigators.

Anderson, who was already
on probation for aggravated traf-
ficking of drugs, was charged
with aggravated trafficking of
drugs, a fifth-degree felony.

Botts was charged with
complicity to trafficking and
possession of heroin.

Both suspects were taken to
the Portage County Jail. Addi-

Freshman still listed
in serious condition
after three-story fall

The student who fell from
the Olson Hall window Fri-
day night is still listed in seri-
ous condition.

As of last night, freshman
pre-journalism major Paul
Monnin was in the intensive
care unit of Summa Akron
City Hospital.

Monnin suffered two bro-
ken wrists, a broken nose
and an injured spleen, said
Nate Edwards, sophomore
broadcast journalism major.
Edwards and his roommate
found Monnin after he fell
from a fourth-story win-
dow onto the first-floor roof
behind Olson Hall.

“He was talking when we
found him, but he was kind
of out of it,” said Edwards,
who is also news director
of Black Squirrel Radio and
assistant news team leader
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for the Daily Kent Stater.

Edwards said Monnin is
doing much better and could
be released from the hospital
this week.

Monnin works for Kent
State student media as a mem-
ber of Black Squirrel Radio and
is a vodcast anchor for Kent-
NewsNet.com.

The call to the Kent State
Police Department on Friday
came at 8:18 p.m. requesting an
ambulance for an unconscious
male. Monnin was then trans-
ported to Akron City Hospital by
the Kent City Fire Department.
